In doing so, we aspire to advance the knowledge base that will enable us to protect and preserve the earth's resources. The John R. Hunting Environmental Sustainability Venture Fund seeks to invest in projects that advance the Collage towards these important goals.  
Eligibility

Current Denison students, staff, faculty and campus groups are eligible for funding. 

Funding range

Proposals are invited in the $100 to $5,000 range.

Selection Criteria

A proposal does not necessarily need to fulfill all of the listed criteria; however, the following components will be considered in the application process.

· Promotion of environmental sustainability

· Innovation 

· Feasibility to achieve results

· Cost effective use of funds

· Demonstration of support and/or assurance of project implementation 

· Potential cost savings or measurable benefit to the campus community

· Availability of other funding sources
