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Denison University, 2009-10 Guidelines



Battelle Science Internships and Research Awards support Denison students in research projects throughout the world.  Recipients must be majoring in one of the following disciplines: biology, chemistry, geology and geography, mathematics and computer science, or physics and astronomy.  Some awards for an entire summer’s support may be given, whereas other awards may support short-term projects, such as a short stay at a remote location where a student carries out data collection.  Preference will be given to students with GPA of 3.5 and above.  Research projects with scientists off campus are especially encouraged.  Applications received before February 15 will receive full consideration.
Some examples of projects that have fit the guidelines in the past are as follows:

(1)    Research internship in a laboratory at the University of California San Diego on nerve 

         regeneration in the mammalian central nervous system.

(2)    Research internship in a nephrology lab at the Ohio State University. 

(3)    Field geology and fossil collecting at quarries and outcrops in SE

         Indiana, as part of Denison’s large-scale analysis of the paleontology and

         paleoecolgy of the Waldron Shale.

(4)    Astronomical research at an observatory in the Netherlands to gather data for work 
         on star formation.   

	APPLICATION PROCESS
Applications should be submitted to Dr. Eric Liebl, Battelle Student 

Research Coordinator, Department of Biology, and include the following:

1.  A description of the project.

2.  A statement of the major question(s) to be explored.

3.  A work plan indicating how the student will proceed and a schedule indicating the 

     length of the project.

4.  A budget.

5.  A grade transcript (official or unofficial).

6. A letter of support from the supervisor of the project and/or a faculty member in the

     department of the discipline in which the student will be working.

Each recipient is required to provide a written report to the Dr. Eric Liebl  upon completion of the project.
