The Gilpatrick Center for Student Research and Fellowships is the hub for programs that promote excellence in student research, cultivate the pursuit of post-graduate scholarships and fellowships, and train students in the best ways to apply for and acquire those awards. The mission of the Gilpatrick Center is to support the efforts of Denison students who aspire to excellence in undergraduate and post-graduate scholarship and education. The faculty and staff of the Center commit themselves to helping motivated students imagine, design, and execute integrated plans of scholarship and related activities that will position them for academic and professional achievement, both in and beyond the undergraduate experience.

Residency in Gilpatrick House
Residency in Gilpatrick House is open to students involved in research, as Summer Scholars, Senior Research Scholars, or participants in another intensive research program.  With housing for only ten students, Gilpatrick House offers a special environment promoting community with classmates who share the enthusiasm of doing individual research across all disciplines. One student is selected as the Gilpatrick Fellow who serves as a head resident and plans events for the residents. This atmosphere is particularly welcoming to students planning to apply for prestigious national and international scholarships and fellowships such as Fulbright, Goldwater, Rhodes, and Truman.
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Summer Scholar research students who are accepted to live in Gilpatrick House during the academic year will also be invited to reside there for the summer, thus eliminating the need to participate in summer housing lottery and move to a new residence hall in August.
Scholarship and Fellowship Assistance
The staff of the Gilpatrick Center is available to help all students applying for internal and external scholarships. While there are a number of well-known fellowships that require the applicants to receive endorsement from Denison, there are numerous other awards to fit a variety of student interests. Students are encouraged to ask for assistance from the Gilpatrick Center staff, especially for reviewing and proofreading essay drafts and curriculum vitaes. Several times during the year, the staff offers proposal writing workshops and information sessions about national and international scholarships and fellowships. An information session on the Summer Scholar application process is held in the fall term. Additional presentations on student research will announced as they are scheduled. 
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Gilpatrick Center Events
The Gilpatrick Center sponsors many academically focused extracurricular events for the Denison community. One of the most well-known is the Chowder Hour, a luncheon presentation by a faculty or staff member on a topic of their choosing, accompanied by a meal prepared by anther Denison employee for 20-25 students, faculty and staff. These intimate meals, encouraging discussion and camaraderie between students and faculty, are offered three times each semester. A similar event is Musings, a late afternoon presentation by a faculty member who has recently published a book or article, released a CD, or had a gallery showing. 
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We welcome all students to use Gilpatrick House. The New York Times can be found there, as well as a variety of magazines such as Time, Newsweek, The New Yorker, The Economist, and the Times Literary Supplement. The flat screen TV is great for movie nights, and we offer several study breaks with refreshments. It’s a quiet and peaceful place to be.
