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PASCHAL CARTER GREAT OPPORTUNITY (GO) FELLOWSHIP
Nature and Purpose 

Paschal Carter Scholars each receive a fellowship of $3,000 above and beyond scholarships and financial aid to facilitate their participation in the most enriching educational opportunities that the College makes available to its students.  The GO Fellowship is an extraordinary and unique investment by Denison in outstanding students.

Guidelines

1. The GO Fellowship account is activated upon the student’s matriculation at Denison and it may be used at any time during the student’s four years at Denison prior to graduation.  Scholars will receive periodic reports on the status of their accounts.

2. The account may be drawn upon in part or in whole for one or multiple educational opportunities.

3. The account is intended to fund such opportunities as research trips, attendance at academic/educational conferences, travel seminars, research equipment or supplies, professional memberships, research internships or career exploratory internships, cost of research publications or materials, and both international and domestic off-campus study programs.

4. The account is not intended to fund any part of Denison tuition, fees, or room and board.  In addition, the account should not be used for the purchase of required books for courses or any electronic/computer equipment intended for personal use, or travel, recreational/entertainment expenses that are not relevant to an academic project or program. 

5. Uses of the GO Fellowship account must be approved in advance by Director of the Gilpatrick Center, Dr. Jim Pletcher, according to the procedures outlined below. 
6. On a case by case basis, GO funds may be approved retroactively to pay for allowable expenses already incurred.  All other rules for the use of GO funds apply.  Failure to seek pre-approval of use of funds puts the applicant at risk of being denied reimbursement.
Procedures
1. For major expenditures ($750 or above) the scholar will draft a proposal that indicates the purpose of the expenditure, details how it enriches the scholar’s educational experience, and includes a preliminary budget. Use the GO Fellowship Proposal Form for this purpose.  Email submissions are preferred.

2. The Gilpatrick Center Director may accept the proposal as submitted, ask for revisions, or reject it as not meeting the guidelines of the GO Fellowship.

3. For less substantial expenditures (less than $750) the scholar must receive authorization from the Director of the Gilpatrick Center in response either to an email or other communication in which the nature and purpose of the expenditure is explained. 

4. Once the proposal is accepted, the scholar should work though established university offices to implement his or her proposal:

a. to purchase an object or to book an airline ticket consult with Kathy Arnholt, Purchasing Agent, Doane #303, 587-6284;

b. to pay for off-campus program costs submit the invoice or bill along with a Request for Payment form to Cookie Sunkle, Assistant to the Director of the Gilpatrick Center, 587-6573 

c. students can be reimbursed for expenses on submission of receipts up to the amount specified; submit materials to Cookie Sunkle with either a Request for Payment form (available at the following URL: http://www.denison.edu/controller/accounting/Request_for_Payment.xls  or with a Reimbursement for Personal Travel Expense form (available at the following URL: http://www.denison.edu/controller/accounting/TravelExpenseRpt2006.xls 

For a major expenditure following the completion of the activity, program, or purchase, the scholar will submit a GO Fellowship Report Form including the appropriate paper work and receipts (if relevant), to the Gilpatrick Center.
