Alice Ann O’Neill is a professional cellist who has performed in orchestras, chamber ensembles, and 
as a soloist throughout Europe, Canada, Japan, and the U.S.  She is a Suzuki cello teacher and has 
been teaching cello for 22 years and been a guest artist/clinician for many workshops and institutes 
all over North America.  In 2003, she completed a doctorate in cello performance and string pedagogy 
at The Ohio State University with research entitled “Parent as Home Teacher:  Observation and 
Analysis of Suzuki Cello, Violin, and Piano Home Practice Sessions.”  Dr. O’Neill is co-coordinator of 
the International Research Symposium on Talent Education with research published in The Journal of 
Research in Music Education.  Currently, she is the cello and string pedagogy professor, Suzuki cello 
teacher, and a chamber music coach at the College of Mount St. Joseph in Cincinnati, Ohio.  She is 
also a member of the Sisters of Charity.

Susan Forry Locke is currently Artistic/Executive director, teacher and founder of Suzuki Music 
Columbus, Inc.  Before directing Suzuki Music Columbus, Ms. Locke was on the faculty of Capital 
University Suzuki Program, where she was the co-founder of the Capital Suzuki Tour Group and co-
director of the Capital Suzuki Institute. She has taught at Northern Arizona University and played in 
the Flagstaff Symphony. She received her Bachelor of Music Education in viola at Hartt School of 
Music where she studied with Scott Nickrenz and Rosemary Glyde, and a Master of Music 
Performance in violin and Suzuki Pedagogy at Southern Illinois University of Edwardsville where she 
studied with John Kendall.  In addition to teaching and directing SMC, Susan teaches pedagogy 
classes at Otterbein College, coaches Chamber music at the Chamber Music Connection 
(Worthington), plays with Newark/Granville Symphony Orchestra, plays chamber music extensively 
and teaches at workshops and institutes throughout the United States.  She is a mom of two violin 
playing boys, ages 13 and 15, loves her kitties and her violin playing husband.

Colleen Fitzgerald began Suzuki violin lessons at age 6 and two years later continued her studies 
with Suzuki teacher trainer, Joan Rooney.  She is a graduate of the University of Evansville where 
she studied under world-renowned Suzuki pedagogue, Professor Carol Dallinger, and earned a 
Bachelor of Music degree in Violin Performance with Suzuki Pedagogy.  She has also received 
supplemental Suzuki teacher training at the American Suzuki Institute in Stevens Point, WI and 
recently began her Early Childhood Education training under Suzuki ECE Trainer, Dorothy Jones.  
Ms. Fitzgerald, the 2006 recipient of the Certificate of Excellence in Studio Teaching from the Civic 
Music Association of Milwaukee, has been teaching violin for the past 13 years as a faculty member 
of the Barcel Suzuki String Academy in Milwaukee.  For the past 9 summers, Ms. Fitzgerald had the 
opportunity to teach at the Louisville Suzuki Institute, Suzuki Music Columbus Institute, and the 
Montana Suzuki Strings Institute.  In addition to her many teaching opportunities, Ms. Fitzgerald 
performs as first violinist in the Newstring Quartet. 

James Hutchins, a Suzuki trained violinist, is the director of the “The Perpetual Motion Suzuki 
Strings”.  Mr. Hutchins has served as a guest clinician at workshops and Suzuki institutes throughout 
the country and in Lithuania, Iceland, Singapore and Malaysia.  He received a grant to study the 
Suzuki method in Japan and was given the wonderful opportunity to perform a concert for Dr. Suzuki 
at his home.  Mr. Hutchins helped lead a goodwill Suzuki tour to the Bahamas.  This tour included 
performances at the Governor's mansion, teaching master classes, and providing instruction for local 
underprivileged children.  Mr. Hutchins has performed throughout the United States, Canada, the 
Bahamas, Israel, Africa, Iceland, Singapore, Malaysia and Japan.

Terrance Karn is the resident musician/accompanist for the Denison University Dance Department.  
He has been a character dancer, global musician, dance accompanist, and a composer for a wide 
variety of dance and theater productions all around the world.  Mr. Karn has instructed drumming and 
rhythm classes for the Denison University Suzuki Program in the past and his fun and action-packed 
sessions have been extremely popular with students and staff alike.
