Dr. John Clarke, class of '74, will be returning to campus to present a 
lecture titled "Following the Water on Mars and Venus: The Goldilocks 
Problem." This lecture will be held in Olin Science Hall, room 114 at 
2:30 p.m. on June 5th and will be free and open to the public. After 
graduating from Denison, Clarke earned his master's and doctoral degrees in physics from the Johns Hopkins University, and he is currently a Professor of Astronomy and Associate Director of the Center for Space Physics at Boston University.  Clarke has studied the northernlights on Jupiter, Saturn and Uranus. He has also launched 
scientific experiments on sounding rockets at the White Sands Missile Range and observed the impacts of Comet Shoemaker-levy 9 on Jupiter with the Hubble Space Telescope. Clarke's lecture is the culmination of our year-long celebration of Swasey Observatory 100th anniversary.
