DENISON’S SWASEY OBSERVATORY OFFERS OPEN HOUSE


GRANVILLE –– The Denison University Department of Physics and Astronomy will host a Swasey Observatory open house beginning at 9:00 p.m. on Friday, June 18th, with one possible rain date set for Saturday (June 19th). The first clear night, of the two possible dates, will be the only night on which the observatory will be open. We will be observing the Moon, and Saturn.
Denison’s Swasey Observatory opened in 1910. If skies are clear, visitors will use the Warner & Swasey 9” refracting telescope in the observatory’s dome and at least one 8” reflecting telescope set up at ground level. The telescopes will be accessible until 11 p.m. This event is free and open to the public.
