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The Denison Experience in Urban Culture and Expression (DEUCE) is designed for students interested in urban arts and
culture—everything from murals to hip-hop to music in the parks—and who think about the role the arts play in social
change. Approximately 30 students from the Class of 2013 will travel together to Philadelphia to observe the city’s

art, music, dance and architecture. Participants along with Denison faculty, DEUCE student staff, and area artists, will
consider how visual and performance art are used within different cultural communities to express themselves and to
effect change. The experience culminates with participants collaborating in the creation of an artistic work of their own
design. No prior experience in the arts is required.

The DEUCE begins on Wednesday, August 19, when students arrive on campus and move into the residence halls.
Participants will spend Thursday preparing for the trip and will then travel to Philadelphia. Friday through Monday will
be spent traveling around the city in groups to attend performances, to visit studios, to see public art, to talk with artists
about the work they do, and to think about and begin the work they themselves will produce. Participants return to
campus on Tuesday, August 25 and will spend Wednesday finishing and installing their artwork. There is a charge of
$225 for this program; Pell grant recipients who wish to attend may have their fees waived. For further information,
please consult the program brochure or the First-Year Programs website at www.denison.edu/academics/firstyear/.
