Race/Ethnic Group 
I n cid en t  -  Apr i l  9 , 2 0 0 1 :  At  a Student  Act iv ity Council event in Slayter 
Hall, two m ales were reported to have m ade racist  rem arks to a fem ale 
student part icipat ing in the act ivit y. The fem ale student  was reported to 
have thrown a m icrophone in the direct ion of the two m ales.  Act ion  
Tak en :Dean West fall m et with the fem ale student who did not  wish to 
pursue form al act ion. She reported meet ing with the men, discussing the 
incident , and receiving an apology from them . Dean Thios m et  with the 
wom an and the m en to further discuss the incident . All three students were 
sat isfied that  the m at ter was resolved.  St at u s:  Com pleted. 

I n cid en t  -  Janu ar y  2 5 , 1 9 9 7 :  At  approxim ately 12: 30 a.m ., a white m ale 
student was confronted and verbally harassed by three m ales on the 
driveway/ parking lot  at  Kappa Sigm a House. The student is a m em ber of 
SAFEWALK and had just  com pleted escort ing a wom an of color back to her 
residence. As he was leaving to return to his residence hall, he was 
confronted by the three individuals. The three indiv iduals had seen the 
SAFEWALKer with a wom an student  of color, and one of them  said, "What  
are you doing walking your .... gir lfr iend hom e? St ick to your own race."  The 
three m ales were described as having medium builds and as approxim ately 
6 feet  tall. All three were wearing all-black clothing...black denim pants, 
black hooded sweatshirts with drawst rings,and black wool face m asks with 
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orange around the m outh hole. Two of the three were wearing black Doc 
Mart in sty le boots. 
St at u s:  This is an ongoing invest igat ion and anyone with inform at ion should 
contact  Cam pus Securit y at  X6482 or Sarah West fall , Associate Dean of 
Students at  X6271.

I n cid en t  -  Sep t em ber  1 1 , 2 0 0 1 :  A poster with the graffit i "Fuck 
Palest ines" was discovered in Shorney Hall. 
St at u s:  The invest igat ion is ongoing. Anyone with inform at ion is encouraged 
to contact  Garret  Moore, Chief of Cam pus Safety and Securit y at  ext . 6482, 
or Sarah West fall, Associate Dean of Students at  ext . 6271. 

Gender 
I n cid en t  -  Nov em b er  6 , 2 0 0 5 :  A fem ale student reported that  a m ale 
acquaintance entered her residence hall room  and touched her, without  
consent , while she slept . Act ion  Tak en : The fem ale student  pursued 
form al disciplinary act ion. The Comm unity Rights and Standards Board 
found the m ale student  responsible and placed him  on Disciplinary 
Suspension for spring semester 2006, required an alcohol assessm ent , 
counseling, and issued a No Contact  Direct ive should the m ale be 
reinstated after his sem ester of Suspension.  St at u s:  Com pleted. 

I n cid en t  -  Oct ob er  1 9 , 2 0 0 3 :  A fem ale student  reported a likely sexual 
assault  that  occurred in the woods behind Crawford Hall, on the northwest 
side of the building. The assailant  is unknown at  this t im e. 
Act ion  Tak en :  The student reported the incident to the University, and is 
considering her opt ions. 
St at u s:  Anyone with inform at ion is encouraged to contact  Garret  Moore, 
Chief of Cam pus Safety and Security at  ext . 6482, or Sarah Westfall, 
Associate Dean of Students at  ext . 6271. 

 

I n cid en t  -  Sep t em ber  8 , 2 0 0 2 :  Two fem ale student  acquaintances 
reported being grabbed by a m ale student  acquaintance. 
Act ion  Tak en :  As a result  of the cam pus judicial process, the m ale student  
was placed on Disciplinary Probat ion for one calendar year, referred to 
Counseling Services, banned from  a residence hall, and required to rem ain 
alcohol- free for the rest  of his t im e at  Denison. 
St at u s:  Com pleted. 
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I n cid en t  -  Mar ch  2 1 , 2 0 0 2 :  A fem ale student reported being sexually 
assaulted in her residence hall by a m ale acquaintance. 
Act ion  Tak en :Fem ale student pursued and com pleted on-cam pus mediat ion 
with m ale student . 
St at u s:  Com pleted. 

 

I n cid en t  -  Decem ber  1 1 , 2 0 0 1 :  A fem ale student reported that  a m ale 
acquaintance t respassed into her residence hall room  and sexually assaulted 
her. 
Act ion  Tak en :  As a result  of the cam pus judicial process, the m ale student  
was im mediately suspended through Decem ber 31, 2002, required to 
com plete his degree in absent ia, banned from  all Denison property for two 
years, and banned from  ever part icipat ing in a Denison baccalaureate or 
com m encement cerem ony. 
St at u s:  Com pleted. 

 

I n cid en t  -  Nov em b er  8 , 2 0 0 1 :  A fem ale student reported that  a m ale 
acquaintance clim bed into her bed with her and forcefully touched her body 
in a sexual m anner. 
Act ion  Tak en :  As a result  of the cam pus judicial process, the m ale student  
was placed on Disciplinary Expulsion from  the universit y. 
St at u s:  Com pleted. 

 

I n cid en t  -  Oct ob er  2 8 , 2 0 0 1 :  A fem ale student  reported receiv ing an 
em ail and telephone message from an acquaintance. The messages were 
offensive and threatening in nature. 
Act ion  Tak en :  The fem ale student init iated judicial charges. During a 
judicial council hearing, the m ale student  adm it ted responsibility  for illegal 
use and abusive consum pt ion of alcohol;  conduct  deem ed unsuitable;  
threatening or endangering behavior and for v iolat ing com put ing services 
policies regarding the use of deliberately offensive or obscene language 
which has the effect  of harassing or int im idat ing another person. The 
Student was placed on Disciplinary Probat ion through August  25, 2003, 
required to com plete alcohol counseling and t reatment ,rest r icted from liv ing 
on the sam e resident ial quad as the com plainant  during the period of 
probat ion and directed to have no contact  with the com plainant  for the 
rem ainder of his t im e at  Denison. 
St at u s:  Com pleted. 
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I n cid en t  -  Oct ob er , 2 0 0 1 :  Two fem ale students separately reported that  
the sam e m ale student , on separate occasions, clim bed into their beds while 
they were sleeping. They reported that  the m ale student  forcefully touched 
their bodies in a sexual m anner. 
Act ion  Tak en :  As a result  of the cam pus judicial process, the m ale student  
was placed on Disciplinary Expulsion from  the universit y. 
St at u s:  Com pleted. 

 

I n cid en t  -  Sep t em ber  2 2 , 2 0 0 1 :  A fem ale student  reported being verbally 
sexually harassed, and briefly followed, by a const ruct ion worker near the 
Mitchell Center. 
Act ion  Tak en :  The Office of Cam pus Safety and Securit y contacted the 
cont ractor em ploying the worker and banned him from  the cam pus. The 
Physical Plant  followed up with an ident ical prohibit ion against  the worker. 
St at u s:  Com pleted. 

 

I n cid en t  -  Augu st  2 6 , 2 0 0 1 :  A fem ale student reported awakening in the 
woods behind Crawford Hall, part ially clothed, with a m an lying on top of 
her. She reported knowing the m an's f irst  name, and being st ruck by him 
upon awakening. Act ion Taken:  The student  does not  wish to pursue any 
act ion at  this t im e.  
St at u s:  The invest igat ion is ongoing. Anyone with inform at ion is encouraged 
to contact  Garret  Moore, Chief of Cam pus Safety and Securit y at  ext . 6482, 
or Sarah West fall, Associate Dean of Students at  ext . 6271. 

 

I n cid en t  -  Apr i l  2 3 , 2 0 0 1 :  A fem ale student reported that  a m ale student  
wrote harassing comm ents on her dry erase board and at tem pted to m ake 
contact  with her after she had explicit ly  stated that  she did not  wish to have 
any further contact  with him . 
Act ion  Tak en :  Fem ale student  did not  wish to pursue any act ion. Tha m ale 
student was directed to not  have any further contact  with the fem ale student  
for the rem ainder of his tenure at  Denison. 
St at u s:  Com pleted. 

 

I n cid en t  -  Mar ch  2 4 , 2 0 0 1 :  A fem ale student reported that  a m ale 
acquaintance had touched her, without  her consent , in a sexual m anner. 
Act ion  Tak en :  A judicial hearing resulted in a f inding of "not  responsible" for 
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charges against  the m ale student . 
St at u s:  Com pleted. 

 

I n cid en t  -  Janu ar y  3 0 , 2 0 0 1 :  A m ale student was reported to have 
blocked the passage of and then grabbed a fem ale student  whom  he had 
dated previously. 
Act ion  Tak en :  Fem ale student  init iated and both students com pleted a 
m ediat ion process. 
St at u s:  Com pleted. 

 

 
I n cid en t  -  Janu ar y  1 7 , 2 0 0 1 :  A m ale student was reported to have 
touched a fem ale student  in a sexual manner, without her consent , while she 
slept . 
Act ion  Tak en :  During a Judicial Council hearing, the m ale student was 
found responsible for sexual assault , act iv it ies which infr inge on the rights of 
others, and conduct  which is disorderly, lewd or indecent He was suspended 
for the sem ester, perm it ted to com plete his degree in absent ia and 
prohibited from  part icipat ing in com m encem ent exercises. 
St at u s:  Com pleted. 
  
I n cid en t  -  Decem ber  2 , 2 0 0 0 :  A fem ale student reported harassing 
behavior from  her form er boyfriend. The behavior included persistent  
telephone calling, seeking contact  by knocking on her window, and 
confront ing her on cam pus. 
Act ion  Tak en :  Fem ale student  init ially requested no form al act ion at  this 
t im e. Dean West fall m et with the m ale student inform ally. Both stu dents 
were given "no contact " direct ives. Female student later init iated 
m ediat ionprocess with m ale student . 
St at u s:  Com pleted. 
  
I n cid en t  - Nov em ber  6 , 2 0 0 0 :  A fem ale student  reported being prevented 
from  leaving an academic building by her form er boyfriend. 
Act ion  Tak en :  The fem ale student  init iated and both students com pleted a 
m ediat ion process. 
St at u s:  Com pleted. 
  
I n cid en t  -  Oct ob er  2 7 , 2 0 0 0 :  A fem ale student  reported being touched in 
a sexual m anner on the torso, arm s and back by a m ale student  while she 
was working at  a cam pus event . 
Act ion  Tak en :  During a judicial hearing, the m ale student adm it ted 
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responsibilit y for illegal use and possession of alcohol. The Council found him 
not  responsible for public intoxicat ion. The Council found him  responsible for 
conduct  deem ed unsuitable at  Denison, assault , act iv it ies which seriously 
infr inge on the rights of others, and sexual assault . The Student  was placed 
on Disciplinary Probat ion through Decem ber 1, 2001, required to write a 
let ter of apology to the wom an he touched, required to com plete counseling 
regarding the m at ter, required to com plete an addit ionaleducat ional act ivit y, 
and directed to have no contact  with the com plainant  
St at u s:  Com pleted. 
  
I n cid en t  -  Oct ob er  1 5 , 2 0 0 0 :  A fem ale student  reported being awakened 
in her bed by a m ale student  pet t ing her head. 
Act ion  Tak en :  During a judicial hearing, the m ale student was found 
responsible for conduct  deemed unsuitable at  Denison, illegal use of 
alcoholic beverages, and act iv it ies which seriously infr inge on the rights of 
others. He was placed on Warning Probat ion for a sem ester, required to 
write a let ter of apology to the fem ale student , and required to at tend 
CHOI CES alcohol and drug educat ion program . 
St at u s:  Com pleted. 
  
I n cid en t  -  Augu st  2 5 , 2 0 0 0 :  A fem ale student reported receiving three 
harassing phone calls from  an unident ified m ale on her cell phone. 
Act ion  Tak en :  The Granville Police Departm ent invest igated phone records 
and ident ified the caller. They contacted the caller and directed him  to cease 
calling. The fem ale student  did not  want to pursue addit ional act ion. 
St at u s:  Com pleted. 
 
I n cid en t  -  Janu ar y  3 0 , 1 9 9 7 :  A fem ale student  reported that  a m ale 
student entered her unlocked room  at  approxim ately 5: 00a.m ., sat  on her 
bed, k issed her and at tem pted to put  his hand inside her shirt . Reports were 
filed with Denison Security. The student was charged with conduct  deem ed 
unsuitable, harassm ent , failure to com ply with Securit y, act ivit ies which 
infr inge on rights of others, unauthorized ent ry, and sexual assault . The 
student also was charged with At tem pted Sexual I m posit ion (a m isdem eanor 
charge in the Ohio Revised Code)  by Granville Police. 
Act ion  Tak en :  A special harassm ent  panel found the student  not  responsible 
for "act iv it ies which seriously infr inge on the rights of others"  and "sexual 
assault ."  The student  was found responsible for "conduct  deem ed unsuitable 
at  Denison,"  "abuse of any person in the cam pus comm unity," " failure to 
com ply with direct ions of Universit y off icials,"and "unauthorized or unwanted 
ent ry into another student 's room ."  The student was required to accom pany 
Securit y night  m onitors on rounds once each week through Spring sem ester, 
1997. The student 's name was m ade available to housing officials who wish 
to program  discussions in their residence halls on challenging authorit y 
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and/ or respect ing private spaces of others on cam pus. The student  was 
placed on Ult im ate Probat ion for the rem ainder of Spring semester 1997. 
Charges by Granville Police were dism issed in Licking County Municipal 
Court .

I n cid en t  -  Sep t em ber  1 9 , 2 0 0 3 :  Hom ophobic graffit i were discovered on 
the fourth f loor walls of a residence hall.

St at u s:  Ongoing 
 
I n cid en t  -  Apr i l  1 4 , 2 0 0 3 :  A m ale student  reported telephone harassm ent  
and vandalism to his room  door that  focused on his perceived sexual 
orientat ion. 
Act ion  Tak en :  The universit y has invest igated and is f iling judicial charges. 
A crim inal invest igat ion is also underway.

Disability 
Leg al  Act ion  -  Janu ar y  2 3 , 1 9 9 7 :  A com plaint  has been filed against  
Denison Universit y by a Denison student with a learning disabilit y , alleging 
the denial of the opportunity to part icipate in an academ ic program . Without  
recit ing the com plaint  and response to com plaint , point  by point , in general 
the student  alleges that  Denison has failed to adequately accom m odate the 
disabilit y and Denison has denied the allegat ion. The com plaint  has been 
filed with the U.S. Dist r ict  Court  for the Southern Dist r ict  of Ohio, Eastern 
Div ision. 
St at u s:  This act ion has been resolved to the sat isfact ion of both the student  
(who has now graduated)  and Denison. Denison provides personalized 
service and necessary accom m odat ions to students with disabilit ies through 
it s Office of Academ ic Support .

I n cid en t  -  Sep t em ber  2 8 , 2 0 0 3 :  A male student reported being shot  by 
a BB gun while sleeping in his unlocked residence hall room . A white m ale 
described as 6 feet  tall, medium build with blonde hair wearing a white 
baseball cap and possibly green shorts and a gray sweatshirt  was seen 
fleeing the room  in possession of a pistol t ype BB gun. He m ay have been 
with another person.   
Act ion  Tak en :  Judicial charges are pending. A crim inal invest igat ion is also 
underway. Anyone with inform at ion is encouraged to contact  Garret  Moore, 
Chief of Cam pus Safety and Security at  ext . 6482, or Sarah Westfall, 
Associate Dean of Students, at  ext . 6271.   
St at u s:  Ongoing. 

I n cid en t  -  Sep t em ber  2 0 , 2 0 0 3 :  Two m ale students are alleged to have 
engaged in a physical altercat ion outside a residence hall. 
Act ion  Tak en :  Judicial charges are pending. Anyone with inform at ion is 
encouraged to contact  Garret  Moore, Chief of Cam pus Safety and Securit y 
at  ext . 6482, or Sarah West fall, Associate Dean of Students, at  ext . 6271.

I n cid en t  -  Apr i l  2 2 , 2 0 0 3 :  A fem ale student reported receiv ing writ ten 
harassing m essages from  another fem ale student .   
Act ion  Tak en :  An invest igat ion is ongoing. Anyone with inform at ion is 
encouraged to contact  Garret  Moore, Chief of Cam pus Safety and Securit y 
at  ext . 6482, or Sarah West fall, Associate Dean of Students at  ext . 6271.   
St at u s:  Ongoing. 

I n cid en t  -  Sep t em ber  2 9 , 2 0 0 2 :  A male student is alleged to have 
verbally assaulted two fem ale students and a m ale student  outside of a 
residence hall, and subsequent ly physically assaulted the m ale student .   
Act ion  Tak en :  As a result  of the cam pus judicial process, the student  was 
placed on Disciplinary Probat ion for a year, referred to counseling for an 
alcohol assessm ent , required to meet with his fr iendship group and Tim 
Durham , and required to com plete a leisure assessm ent .   
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St at u s:  Com pleted. 

I n cid en t  -  Sep t em ber  2 5 , 2 0 0 2 :  Two m ale floorm ates are alleged to 
have engaged in a physical altercat ion in one of the students' residence 
hall room , and one m an is alleged to have dam aged the other student 's 
door with a ham m er.  
Act ion  Tak en :  As a result  of the cam pus judicial process, the student  who 
dam aged the door with a ham m er was placed on Disciplinary Suspension 
through May, 2003, required to pay rest itut ion for the cost  of the door, and 
required to com plete counseling related to interpersonal abuse and anger 
m anagem ent  as a condit ion of re-enrollm ent . The student  whose room  
door was dam aged was found not  responsible for v iolat ing the Student  
Code of Conduct .   
St at u s:  Com pleted.  

I n cid en t  -  May  8 , 2 0 0 2 :  A fem ale student  reported being st ruck in the 
face by a fem ale acquaintance during a heated discussion in the 
acquaintance's residence hall hallway.  
Act ion  Tak en :  As a result  of the cam pus judicial process, the student  who 
st ruck her acquaintance was placed on Disciplinary Probat ion for a year, 
suspended from cam pus housing and banned from  resident ial and dining 
facilit ies for fall semester, rest r icted cam pus access, and referred to the 
Counseling Service for an anger m anagem ent assessm ent .  
St at u s:  Com pleted. 

I n cid en t  -  Feb r u ar y  2 8 , 2 0 0 2 :  A m ale student  reported being threatened 
by one or m ore unknown m en while walk ing on Prospect  St reet  during the 
early m orning hours.  
St at u s:  The invest igat ion is ongoing. Anyone with inform at ion is 
encouraged to contact  Garret  Moore, Chief of Cam pus Safety and Securit y 
at  ext . 6482, or Sarah West fall, Associate Dean of Students at  ext . 6271. 

I n cid en t  -  Janu ar y  2 9 , 2 0 0 2 :  Two fem ale students are alleged to have 
engaged in a physical altercat ion at  a party in Sunset  D. Act ion  Tak en :  
Judicial Council found one wom an responsible for unsuitable conduct  and 
she was placed on Warning Probat ion for one semester. The other wom an 
was found responsible for abusive and underage consum pt ion of alcohol, 
unsuitable conduct , and endangering behavior, and was placed on 
Disciplinary Probat ion through May 15, 2003 and required to com plete 
alcohol counseling.  
St at u s:  Com pleted. 

I n cid en t  -  Janu ar y  2 9 , 2 0 0 2 :  A fem ale student  responded to a knock at  
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her door and was st ruck in the face when she opened the door. Two or 
three women wearing m asks are alleged assailants.  
St at u s:  The invest igat ion is ongoing. Anyone with inform at ion is 
encouraged to contact  Garret  Moore, Chief of Cam pus Safety and Securit y 
at  ext .

I n cid en t  -  Feb r u ar y  1 7 , 2 0 0 1 :  Two m ale students were reported to have 
been arguing loudly in their residence hall room . They were repeatedly 
physically rest rained from  each other while their argum ent  m oved into the 
residence hall corridor.   
Act ion  Tak en :  The Judicial Council found both m en responsible for conduct  
deem ed unsuitable at  Denison and for verbal abuse, threats, int im idat ion 
and conduct  which threatens or endangers others. One m an was placed on 
Disciplinary Probat ion for two semesters and the other m an was placed on 
Disciplinary Probat ion for three sem esters. Both m en had prior judicial 
histories. Both m en were referred to Counseling Services for anger 
m anagem ent . 
St at u s:  Com pleted. 

I n cid en t  -  Janu ar y  2 0 , 2 0 0 1 :  A m ale student was st ruck in the face with 
a beer bot t le and tackled and beaten by another m ale student  while he was 
socializing outside a residence hall. The at tacking m ale was accom panied 
by one or m ore other men.  
St at u s:  The invest igat ion is ongoing. Anyone with inform at ion is 
encouraged to contact  Garret  Moore, Chief of Cam pus Safety and Securit y 
at  ext . 6482,or Sarah West fall, Associate Dean of Students at  ext .6271. 

I n cid en t  -  Decem ber  2 , 2 0 0 0 :  A student  discharged a fire ext inguisher 
into the face of another student and refused to evacuate during a file drill.    
Act ion  Tak en :  During a judicial hearing, the student  adm it ted 
responsibilit y for assault , furnishing false inform at ion to the universit y, 
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tam pering with f ire safety equipment , failing to cooperate with regulat ions 
during a fire alarm , and conduct  deem ed unsuitable. Student  was 
suspended for one semester.
